When the correct time is set, push the crown back
in towards the case.

Important: Do not pull the crown out if the watch
Is wet or in water.

The mechanism employs a snail cam that performs
a double function: It touches and stops the balance
wheel when the crown is pushed back in, the snail
cam makes a turn, with its increasingly wide

form giving the balance an impulse to help it start
beating again.




Water resistance
